8. At Open House share finished All About Me Photo Book with family, friends and peers.

Stage 3: Learning Plan

	All About Me is the first unit we teach in first grade.  It focuses on how we are alike and different.  The culminating activity will showcase each student’s All about Me Book in a photo story incorporating many forms of technology to describe them.  This project will be shared at Open House and at a school wide-meeting.

	Web Page:  Tux Paint, PhotoStory, Wordle

Tools:  Scanner, computer, microphone, digital camera, smartboard, read aloud books, technology adult


Preparation – What student needs, interests, and prior learning provides a foundation for this lesson?  How can you find out if students have this foundation?  What difficulties might students have?

	1. Read a collection of stories around the topic All About Me.
2. Discuss words that describe you.  (happy, kind, funny, helpful, smart, silly, athletic, boy, girl)

3. Introduce how to use a Wordle www.wordle.net and explore.

4. Discuss what makes us unique.  (ie:I have brown hair, I love to read, I am a good snowboarder, I have dark skin)
5. Write a sentence using the starter:   “I am unique because______”.

6. Practice word processing in the computer lab as a whole group.

7. Introduce Tux Paint allowing explore time.

8. Introduce clip art and allow explore time.

9. Demonstrate how to use the digital camera.  Allow time to practice picture taking with a peer. 

10. Model recording with the microphone and allow student time to practice and enjoy hearing their voice.
11.  Review what makes a “good” sentence.

	Students will work in the computer lab independently with adult support and in the classroom in pairs.


Timeline for Instruction and Activities – List the learning activities you will use and provide a timeline that indicates what students must complete and by when.

	Day 1:  Read:  I Like Me.  Students will write words that describe themselves.  (Adjectives/Verbs)  Brainstorm on the smartboard before sending them off.  (Ie: happy, funny, sporty, helpful, energetic)
Day 2:  Students will share with a friend, revise and rewrite.

Day 3&4:  Students will then enter their describing words into a Wordle www.wordle.net for the introduction page of their All About Me Photostory.  This will be done in pairs so they can assist each other at one computer.

Day 5:  Read:  The Colors of Us.  Brainstorm how we are alike/different.  Record on the smartboard for to see.  Draft a sentence about why you are unique using the sentence starter.  “I am unique because…”.
Day 6:  Students will review and revise their sentence with their writing partner.  Focusing on a complete sentence with proper spelling and punctuation.

Day 7&8:  Students will work in pairs at the computer lab to create a self-portrait using Tux Paint.  Once completed, they will type in their “I am unique…” sentence.
Day 9&10:  Students will search on clip art sites for images that represent their interests and abilities.

Day 11:  In pairs, students will take a picture of one another using the digital camera.
Day 12:  Compile all project pieces into photostory to make an All About Me Book.  (Teacher/Adult)

Day 13:  Students will record their voice narrating their “I am unique…” sentence.  

Day 14:  Shared photostory will be presented at our school Open House in October and at a school-wide meeting for all to see.
