Preparation – What student needs, interests, and prior learning provide a foundation for this lesson?  How can you find out if students have this foundation?  What difficulties might students have?

	Content

· Know the customs, beliefs, and lifestyles of a Native American tribe from a specific region of the <<U.S.>> 

· Know the characteristics of that region 

· Know the meanings of geography terms, vocabulary words, and key Native American terms, such as tipi and maize.

Technology

· Know how to locate, evaluate information from electronic resources 

· Know the tools and processes of Digital Storytelling 

· Know word-processing skills

    Students will gather information using a visual organizer to form their foundation for this project. (see attached)
    Difficulties may be that students do not have all the skills necessary to locate information from electronic resources and may not be adept at keyboarding skills.

    Teacher difficulties may be lack of time available in the Technology Lab

*We know students will have strong prior-knowledge about Native Americans because this is a culminating activity for our Native American Unit.

Outline and Timeline for Instruction and Activities – List the learning activities you will use and provide a timeline that indicates what students must complete and by when.

	Week 1
· Divide students into teams of 2-3 and assign each team a Native American tribe for research.

· Provide a visual organizer, text and electronic resources for students to gather information about their specific tribe.
· Allow time for teams to conduct research.

Week 2 - 3
· Teacher will share a digital storytelling project based on a Native American Tribe. Students will discuss what they notice about the projects.  
· Teacher will share assessment rubric.  
· Students will have daily tutorials about how to create their digital projects and have work time.  
Daily Tutorials:

· Create a Native American Folder 

· Show students how to use Google Images and/or http://memory.loc.gove/ammen/award98/ienhtml/tribes.html to search for and save relevant photos (remind them to use their visual organizer to help them stay focused on their topics)

· Demonstrate how to arrange photos in order in their network folders.  Students need to rename photos and assign them numbers.  
· Demonstrate how to open Photo Story 3 and show students how to import pictures.  Show them how to preview and save their projects (give them regular reminders to save!)
· Show students how to edit photos.

· Teach students how to add a title to some of their photos (fonts, alignments, color etc…)
· Show students how to use microphones to add voice to some of their slides.

· Have students select music from a “shared” folder on the network.

· Ask students to preview their projects and SAVE their final projects.

Week 4
· Teams will present their multimedia shows to the class.
