Teacher will initiate and facilitate discussion surrounding the genre of biography. Teacher will ask class to identify why we often honor and remember people  through books, monuments, etc. Class will begin a class chart of “people of destiny.” Students will brainstorm a list of people who have served humankind and cite their accomplishments.

Teacher will read a short biography aloud to the class. (i.e. The Riches of Oseola Mc Carthy) Students will discuss the accomplishments of the person studied and reflect upon the personality traits (courage, integrity, honesty, etc) that they possessed that helped propel them to accomplish great things. The teacher will add these traits to the class chart.

Teacher will set out a collection of biographies for students to peruse. Teacher will briefly summarize the accomplishments of the people highlighted in the biographies. Students will pair up to choose a biography to read

Teacher will use Elmo to review project requirements with the class. Students will know that as they read they will be focusing on taking notes on “purpose setting questions.” that include: 1)Describe the early years of your person’s life  2) Identify 2-3 character traits that this person possessed. Give examples of how that person used these traits in his/her life and give at least one example of how you have used this same trait in your life. 3) What contributions did this person make in our world? Teacher will distribute handouts for students to work on while they are pair reading their books. Teacher will take questions from students to clarify..

Students will read in pairs and take notes as they read in their Biography Journal* *(See Appendix A). Teacher will circulate to read with students to ensure that they are reading at their appropriate level and comprehending reading material.

When students have finished reading and taking notes in their journals, teacher will bring them into the lab to demonstrate the hyperstudio presentation that she has prepared to model the assignment. Teacher will present the slideshow and review rubrics and checklists. She will remind students that they will work in pairs to prepare a similar presentation on their “person of destiny.” They should begin working on sketching pages in their drafting packet.

Preparation – What student needs, interests, and prior learning provide a foundation for this lesson?  How can you find out if students have this foundation?  What difficulties might students have?

	Students may or may not have a general knowledge of the accomplishments of the person they choose to research.  The teacher will generate discussion in the first few lessons to gather information about prior knowledge and to teach students how to begin to think critically about the talents and traits of their historical person. Frequent teacher check-ins during the reading times will help teachers to understand how thoroughly the students comprehend the material. If some students are having difficulty with the reading material, the teacher can help them find other books and or web resources at their “just right” reading levels. If more discussion is needed to clarify key elements of unit, this can take place in small groups or in the whole class setting.


Management – How and where will your students work (classroom, lab, groups, etc.)?

	Students would work in a variety of settings. We would begin in a whole class setting where the teacher facilitates discussion, explains criteria and demonstrates examples of performance tasks. The students will read and work in pairs in the classroom initially, and then in the lab. Students will work collaboratively  (with each other in the larger classroom setting) during lab time and  will  be given the opportunity to share findings and to troubleshoot with classmates when needed.

Instructional Strategies – Describe how you will use any of the strategies listed below in your unit.  
	Project-Based Learning: Students will design and create hyperstudio projects in pairs.

	Differentiated Instruction: Students research-reading materials will be leveled according to individual reading levels. There will be a minimum reading requirement, however, additional resources will be available to allow individual students to research at a deeper level. The teacher will conference with pairs and make time for small group mini-lessons to help troubleshoot with students who are having difficulty anywhere in the process. In addition, some students may wish to create additional hyperstudio pages to include in their presentation.

	Inquiry-Based Learning: Students will be accountable for researching their selected “person of destiny.”

	Constructivism: Students will be accountable for interpreting and analyzing what they read in order to answer the essential questions inherent in the unit.

	Learning Centers: 

	Collaborative Groups: Students will work in pairs to complete the project and often times may gather in small groups for additional help, mini-lessons or clarification of assignments.

	Other: Guided Reading Lessons and Reading Workshop mini-lessons will take place to address reading comprehension issues and to explore elements of biography.


Closure and Reflection – How will you wrap up the unit?  How will students reflect upon their work?  

	The unit will end with a culminating open house where students dress up as their “person of destiny” and present their hyperstudio presentations. They will reflect on their work as they self-score the unit rubrics and as they write a brief reflection addressing what they have learned through the project and the process.
